Man Beats Girlfriend For Refusing to Go into Abortion Clinic:  A man pleaded guilty to two 

counts of simple assault for beating up his girlfriend outside an abortion clinic in Washington, D.C. 

Witnesses said he beat the woman after she refused to enter the clinic after speaking with pro-life 

advocates outside.  She later gave birth to a healthy baby. 

Man Poisons Girlfriend’s Drink to Induce Miscarriage:  A Missouri man was convicted after he put 

poison in his girlfriend‟s drink in an attempt to induce a miscarriage.  Police said he had told friends 

be poisoned his girlfriend because he didn‟t want the baby.  His 19-year-old girlfriend later delivered a 

healthy baby. 

Woman Refuses Abortion:  Baby’s Father Kicks Her in Stomach in Attempt to Cause 

Miscarriage:  A Michigan man was charged with assaulting a pregnant woman and intending to 

cause a miscarriage or stillbirth.  The woman testified that she and a friend went to the man‟s 

apartment to talk about the baby, but after she refused to have an abortion, he threw her into some 

bushes and began punching her and kicking her in the abdomen with steel-toed boots.  The judge 

said it was clear he had directed his assault on the unborn child. 

15-Year-Old Pregnant Girl Jammed with Sticks, Beaten, Crushed with 30 Lb. Boulder:  In 

Colorado, a 21-year-old confessed to luring his pregnant teenage girlfriend to a secluded area and 

killing her by assaulting her with sticks and a boulder.  Police said the man jammed a branch down 

his girlfriend‟s throat and jammed sticks into her other body cavities, then beat her and crushed her 

skull with a 30-pound boulder. 

Pregnant Woman’s Body Found in Car Trunk, Husband Convicted:  The body of a Florida 

woman who was four months pregnant was found in the trunk of a car in a strip-club parking lot.  Her 

husband was convicted of killing her with a blow to the head, allegedly because she refused to have 

an abortion.  According to court records, the woman told a counsellor shortly before her death that 

her husband was abusing her. 

Man Murders Pregnant Wife; Not Charged in Nine-Month-Old Unborn Child’s Death:  A Maine 

man was convicted for murdering his pregnant wife, whom he stabbed at least 47 times.  He was not 

charged in the death of the couple‟s 9-month-old unborn son.

Company Sued for Pressuring Employee to Abort Baby  - Thaddeus M. Baklinski 

NEW YORK, April 7, 2010 (LifeSiteNews.com) - The Swiss-based pharmaceutical company 
Novartis is the subject of a class action lawsuit in the U.S. due to begin today. 

The lawsuit claims that the company has sexist practices that discriminate against women in 
areas of pay, promotions, and pregnancy-related matters. Among the allegations is that at 
least one employee was pressured to abort her baby. 

The 17 plaintiffs, women who worked for the drug giant in the United States, claim they are 
representing 5,600 of their colleagues and are seeking total damages of $200 million. 

The law firm of Sanford Wittels & Heisler, which is representing the women, said the suit is 
one of the largest gender discrimination class-action lawsuits ever to go to trial in the U.S. 

According to court documents submitted in 2007, when a New York federal court judge 
granted class-action status to the case, the plaintiffs provided sworn statements describing 
"differential treatment on the basis of pregnancy or motherhood," with many of them 
testifying to comments made by managers "indicating hostility to pregnancy." 

One woman testified that her manager told her he preferred not to hire young women, 
saying, “First comes love, then comes marriage, then comes flex time and a baby carriage.” 

Another woman provided a sworn statement saying her manager encouraged her to get an 
abortion during a training session where women were urged to avoid getting pregnant. 

"Our goal is to make clear the problems these women experienced are systematic of deep 
problems across the company," said attorney David Sanford in a NY Daily News report. 

Novartis, which includes contraceptive drugs among its list of products, was rebuffed by 
Vatican Radio last year when the news service, which had invited CEO Daniel Vasella to be 
“Commentator of the Month” in February, learned that the company makes the abortifacient 
drugs. 

“The approach of the Vatican to artificial contraception cannot be subject to the smallest 
doubt,” Vatican Radio said in a statement when it rescinded the offer to the drug company 
executive. “We ask Mr Vasella and our listeners to understand this decision. We have only 
just learnt from the press that Novartis also produces contraceptives,” the statement said.

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Jennifer O’Neill, Dr.  Alveda King, and 45 Others Harmed by Abortion to Testify 

in Front of Supreme Court Friday 

Washington, Jan. 19/Christian Newswire/ - Famed actress Jennifer O‟Neill, civil 

rights activist Dr. Alveda King, and 45 Silent No More women and men from across 

the country will testify to their abortion experiences this Friday at 3:00 p.m. in front of 

the Supreme Court Building. 

“The Silent No More Awareness Campaign was born of the grief, pain, and suffering 

that those of us who have had abortions know all too well,” said Georgette Forney, a 

co-founder of the SNMAC.  “We are growing in number because women have found 

that abortion is not the answer, it‟s the problem.” 

Fr. Frank Pavone, National Director of Priests for Life, will gather with the Silent No 

More witnesses as the March for Life reaches the top of Capital Hill.  “The empty 

slogans of the child-killing industry avoid the realities of abortion,” he stated.  “The 

Silent No More Awareness Campaign lives and breathes those realities every day.  

One can‟t help but be moved and motivate by their stories.” 

“This year the Silent No More Awareness Campaign will be even more visible at the 

March,” added Janet Morana, another co-founder of the SNMAC.  “In addition to our 

signature „I Regret My Abortion‟ and  „I regret Lost Fatherhood‟ signs, we have 

distributed across the country over 45,000 new signs that say, „Woman Do Regret 

Abortion‟ and „Men Regret Lost Fatherhood.‟  The message is simple, but in the lives 

of our members, profound.” 

Since the launching of the Silent No More Awareness Campaign in 2003, 3,423 

women and men have shared their testimonies publicly at over 489 gatherings in 48 

states and seven countries where more than 103,583 attendees have heard the truth 

about abortion‟s negative after effects.  More than 6,200 people are registered to be 

Silent No More.  Raising awareness about the hurtful aftermath of abortion and the 

help that is available to cope with the pain are two of the Campaign‟s goals.

Canadian Abortion Debate Still Raging - By Patrick B. Craine 

Canadians are largely ignorant of the legal status of abortion - TORONTO, Ontario, August 

11, 2010 (LifeSiteNews.com) - The Canadian debate on abortion, more prominent in 2010 than it 

has been for years, is still making waves across the country as Canadians continue to show 

dissatisfaction with the status quo and the government's refusal to open debate on the issue. 

Just in the last two weeks, even after the dust has mostly settled on the G8 maternal health battle, the 

subject of abortion made the cover of two national papers, while a new poll showed that a strong 

minority of Canadians believe the abortion debate is "long overdue." 

The poll, conducted by Angus Reid from July 7-8 and released August 3,confirmed that Canadians 

are largely ignorant of the legal status of abortion, revealing that only 21 per cent of respondents 

knew there is no law on abortion whatsoever.  Forty one per cent of respondents believed abortion is 

restricted to the first three months of pregnancy. 

When they were told the status quo, only 27 per cent of respondents supported it.  Furthermore, 30 

per cent of respondents wanted the debate on abortion to be reopened. 

On Saturday, the Toronto Star featured a cover story aiming to expose the supposed "deception" of 

Toronto's crisis pregnancy centres.  Pro-abortion groups often target these centres because they 

have been very effective at helping women choose life and then supporting them through the 

pregnancy. 

The paper sent an undercover reporter into eight of the city's centres, posing as a pregnant woman 

looking for counselling. 

The piece's author, Joanna Smith, claims the centres are distributing "misleading information," 

regarding, for example, the emotional and physical trauma caused by abortion, and purports to 

debunk such "myths."  She focuses in particular on the abortion-breast cancer link, a common target 

because that link is rejected by the National Cancer Institute (NCI).  The author neglects to point out, 

however, that NCI's position is contested by numerous experts, who charge that the organization is 

ignoring a continually growing body of research. 

She does admit, however, that the centres are led by "compassionate and caring individuals," and 

"quiet servants and soldiers of God who make it their mission to save the unborn by changing the 

mindset of one woman at a time." 

A week before the Star piece, the National Post had carried a cover story and continuing two full page 

spread inside about the continuing plight of pro-life prisoner of conscience Linda Gibbons.  Gibbons 

has spent eight of the last 16 years in prison for her silent witness outside a Toronto abortuary, 

because she is violating a "temporary" injunction imposed in 1994.

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The story, believed to be the largest piece on Gibbons from a major national paper, shared Gibbons' 

story, and her conviction that not to counsel women seeking abortion is comparable to silently 

allowing the Nazis to murder Jews. 

The paper carried another full story Wednesday on her trial, 

detailing her lawyers' conviction that the Crown has abused 

the legal system to avoid a legal challenge of the injunction.  

These recent developments follow a loud and drawn-out 

ideological battle this winter and spring over whether Canada 

should fund abortion as part of Prime Minister Stephen 

Harper's plan to advance Third World maternal health at the 

G8.  Within days of Harper announcing the plan at the end of 

January, Liberal leader Michael Ignatieff, along with the 

country's abortion lobby groups, demanded the government 

divert some of the crucial funds towards abortions. 

Harper steadfastly refused, but characteristically shut down 

any attempts at debate on the issue.  "We do not wish to 

debate abortion in this place or elsewhere," he said on 

numerous occasions. 

Parliament rejected Ignatieff's proposal in March when they 

defeated a pro-abortion motion with a vote of 144-138. 

The pro-life cause continued to make big headlines in May 

when the National March for Life in Ottawa, which drew a 

record 12,500, generated unprecedented media coverage.  

The annual rally was featured as the leading story in 

numerous national papers and news programs, and the 

Toronto Star even inflated the estimate to 15,000. 

Again in May, Cardinal Marc Ouellet, then-Archbishop of Quebec, ignited a blaze of fury in Quebec 

when he reiterated the Christian belief in the sanctity of unborn life, even when he or she is conceived 

in rape.  A couple weeks later, he made headlines again by declaring at a press conference that "the 

abortion debate is ON." 

"It augurs well for the future, the fact that this is happening," said Jim Hughes, National President of 

Campaign Life Coalition, the political arm of Canada's pro-life movement. 

Hughes said that politicians need to listen to their constituents and stop hiding from this crucial issue.  

"The politicians shy away from the topic, let alone the debate on the issue," he noted.  "They're 

frightened of it.  Killing children before they are born?  Let's just sweep that under the rug." 

According to Hughes, the poll showing Canada's ignorance on abortion "puts a greater responsibility 

on all of us that are in the business of trying to report the truth.  We need to get it out there 

unvarnished, and hope and pray that finally it just begins to meet its mark." 

Linda Gibbons Hits Cover of National Post - by Patrick B. Craine 

TORONTO, Ontario, August 3, 2010 (LifeSiteNews.com) – Pro-life prisoner of conscience Linda 

Gibbons hit the front page of the National Post on Saturday, in what has been called the largest piece 

on the pro-life heroine yet from Canada‟s national media. 

Religion reporter Charles Lewis, who interviewed the pro-life activist at the Vanier Centre for Women, 

one hour west of Toronto, explained that Gibbons “believes she has a Charter and God-given right to 

counsel against abortion, to stand in front of an abortion clinic and offer advice and to do otherwise is 

no different than watching Nazis dragging Jews out of their home in 1938 and saying nothing.” 

Lewis highlights Gibbons‟ persistence, describing her “protest-prison loop,” the seemingly endless 

cycle of arrest, then release, and (usually within a matter of days of her release) arrest again.   

The great-grandmother has spent eight of the last sixteen years behind bars - more than notorious 

murderer Karla Homolka, as Lewis points out.  She is “guilty” only of praying outside of Toronto 

abortuaries, inside a bubble zone created by court order in 1994 through a “temporary” injunction.  

Gibbons is always peaceful in her protests; it is her custom to remain silent in solidarity with the 

unborn. Her most recent arrest was in January 2009, since which she has spent over 550 days in jail.   

She remains behind bars because she steadfastly refuses to accept a bail condition that requires her 

to stay away from the abortion facilities.   

Lewis quotes Celia Posyniak, a Calgary abortuary director, who said that Gibbons‟ actions are 

“creepy.”  “They don‟t even have to say anything. It‟s intimidating just to have someone standing 

there,” she said.  “Why is it acceptable to intimidate women making a personal and legal decision?” 

But Gibbons‟ lawyer, Daniel Santoro, insisted that Gibbons‟ right to free speech has been 

suppressed.  “I get bombarded in this every day of my life with people on the street asking if I want to 

donate money or asking me for this or that and I get all sorts of things shoved in my face. I don‟t like 

it, but that doesn‟t mean I get the right to get a law prohibiting that from happening,” he told Lewis.  

“All she does is try to talk to people and if they don‟t want to listen, then fine.” 

The Toronto injunction Gibbons repeatedly violates “did not come out of a vacuum,” says Lewis.  He 

says pro-life protesters were known to yell “murderer” or “killer”, and abortuary workers and clients 

needed to “run a gauntlet through protesters.”  “One Toronto Morgentaler clinic had even been 

bombed in May 1992,” he notes.

That bombing, however, has never been linked with the pro-life movement, though the movement 

was immediately convicted by numerous media commentators.  No charges were ever laid, but the 

prime suspect was a man named David Patten whose girlfriend had aborted their baby at the site.  

Patten was arrested years later for murdering his parents. 

In fact, a 1994 CSIS report suggested there was evidence that the bombing was actually perpetrated 

by the pro-abortion movement.  The report stated that a CSIS informer “thinks that the bombing was 

by a left-wing activist to make the government take action against the anti-abortionists.” 

Lewis goes on to share the story of Gibbons‟ conversion to Christianity, and her struggle after her 

own abortion 40 years ago, as well as Gibbons‟ struggle to bring a challenge against the temporary 

injunction itself. 

Campaign Life Coalition 

12,500 take part in National March for Life 

What a wonderful National March for Life.  The weather was glorious.  The crowd 

was huge.  The spirit was joyful.  The media covered it. 

The 13th annual National March for Life in Ottawa saw its largest crowd ever – 

mostly youth and young families.  We counted 12,500, but the Toronto Star reported 

15,000.  The enthusiasm of the crowd, many who attended packed-Masses and 

prayer services in the morning and who listened to speeches for an hour on 

Parliament Hill before marching through the streets, was tangible.  Those in 

attendance were not only marching to oppose abortion but to celebrate and raise us 

a culture of life, filled with the hope that this country could be turned around and 

every life respected and protected.  Words cannot capture the tremendous spirit of 

12,500 joyful people witnessing to the injustice of abortion and calling for the 

restoration of legal protection for all human life. 

21 MPs and numerous religious leaders were at the March.  Quebec City Cardinal 

Ouellet, the Primate of Canada, commended the Canadian Government for its policy 

to not include abortion in its G8 maternal health plan, but he went on to urge the 

Government to do more to protect life at home:  “We would like some more courage, 

some more courage to do something more in Canada,” he said to the roar of cheers.  

Bishop Nicola de Angelis of Peterborough, said “Dear friends, and most of all young 

people, in promoting and defending life, you don‟t count your personal costs. ... You 

are always in the font line trenches, day by day, bearing witness for the cause of life.  

May God strengthen you and give you joy in your undertakings.” Carl Anderson, 

Supreme Knight of the Knights of Columbus, reiterated his organization‟s 

commitment to life.  Don Hutchinson, Vice President and General Legal Counsel of 

The Evangelical Fellowship of Canada stated that EFC and its thirty nine 

denominational affiliates are unabashedly unreservedly and unashamedly pro-Life. 

Former MP Pat O‟Brien, an advisor to CLC and the Knights of Columbus, introduced 

the 21 MPs by name, most of whom spoke, and told the crowd that Canada needs 

more MPs like those who courageously stood up for life by attending the March.  MP 

Rod Bruinooge (C, Winnipeg South), chairman of the Parliamentary Pro-Life 

Caucus, said “It‟s been a real privilege to chair the pro-life caucus over the last few 

years.  It‟s something I really believe in.” 

After most but not all of the speeches were completed, Ottawa police ordered the 

March to begin immediately since it was 15 minutes past the scheduled permit time.  

The MPs still waiting to speak were simply introduced and the March began to wind 

its way through the streets of the nation‟s capital.  The procession took about 45 

minutes to exit from the Hill and shortly after the last marchers left the Center Block 

exits, the first marchers returned through the entrance gates in front of the West 

Block, after completing the march along Bank Street and past the infamous 

Morgentaler abortion mill.  As the crowd reassembled on the Hill, thousands of youth 

joined musician David MacDonald and his band on stage, waving their hands and 

dancing.  After the March was complete, there was series of testimonials offered by 

the women and men from Silent No More Awareness, who talked frankly about their 

abortions and the aftermath of their fateful decision. 

It was gratifying to see the widespread media coverage of the day‟s events, 

including a morning press conference organized by the Parliamentary Pro-Life 

Caucus featuring Angelina Steenstra and Janet Morana of Silent No More. 

The major newspapers carried large pictures and detailed stories of the March, as 

did the evening television news broadcasts.  Some of the coverage attempted to link 

the pro-life March with the rise of the religious right and the supposedly socially 

conservative “extremists” in the Harper Government, but despite the media having 



its own agenda, the message that thousands of Canadians spoke out against 

abortion got out to the public in a way that it never has before.  One might have 

confused the cover of the Ottawa Sun with The Interim, as it featured a full-page 

photo of the march, with thousands of pro-lifers and hundreds of signs clearly visible. 

All in all, the coverage was the fairest we have seen to date, with a notable change 

in the usual vast underreporting of the crowd size.  The large Toronto Star front page 

photo was perhaps the most manipulative of all.  It featured the usual older religious 

woman with rosary beads and carrying a crucifix.  The image gave a very slanted 

characteristic of what was actually an overwhelming youthful, upbeat, singing and 

chanting March crowd.  

C-384 defeated decisively – Interim Staff 

On April 21, Bill C-384 was overwhelmingly defeated when the House of Commons 

voted 228-59 against Francine Lalonde‟s (BQ, La Pointe-de-l‟Île) private member‟s 

bill to legalize euthanasia and assisted suicide.  After the vote, two Liberal MPs (Ujjal 

Dosanjh and Ken Dryden) sought but were denied permission to change their vote 

from in favour of C-384 to opposing it because they claimed they mistakenly voted 

for the bill. 

Lalonde‟s campaign to legalize euthanasia and assisted suicide began in 2005 when 

she first introduced a bill in the House of Commons, and C-384 was her third attempt 

to get Parliament to pass such a law.  Her first two attempts failed when her private 

members bills were shut down by the 2006 and 2008 federal elections.  In the 

current Parliament, Lalonde has repeatedly traded back dates with other private 

member‟s bill, it appeared, to avoid a crushing defeat. 

All but two Conservatives present in the House of Commons voted in favour of the 

bill as well as large numbers of Liberal and NDP MPs.  The Bloc was unanimous in 

its support of C-384, An Act to Amend the Criminal Code (right to die with dignity). 

Alex Schadenberg, executive director of the Euthanasia Prevention Coalition, said 

that following the defeat of Lalonde‟s bill, Canada should move to help vulnerable 

citizens.  “Now that the bill has been defeated, this gives us the chance in Canada to 

continue to improve care for the vulnerable, to examine issues around elder abuse 

and how to prevent elder abuse in Canada, he told LifeSiteNews.com.  In an email 

dispatch to supporters, he identified immediate areas that need to be addressed 

including the improvement of palliative/hospice care throughout Canada and 

changing “attitudes and improv(ing) services for people with disabilities.” 

Schadenberg urged opponents of euthanasia to remain vigilant.  “There will be 

another bill in the next Parliament,” he predicted. “Our goal is to get ready for the 

next battle, which will be in a couple years after the next election.” 

The Interim will have extensive coverage of the debate and vote in the June issue.  

The June issue of The Interim indicates the Member‟s of Parliament voting record of 

the Euthanasia Bill C-384 - Voting against – Glen Thibeault, Sudbury Riding.  He is 

to be congratulated!!

Abortion Never Respects Human Life 
 
Mother Theresa once wrote, “If we accept that a mother can kill even her own child, how 
can we tell other people not to kill each other? Any country that accepts abortion is not 
teaching its people to love, but to use violence to get what they want.” These wise 
words spoken by the famous Mother Theresa – speak the words of truth. Abortion is 
and will forever remain an act of violence against an unborn child: a human life, a gift 
from God. 
Abortion is unethical, immoral, and corrupt. It dehumanizes our society, supporting a 
blatant disregard for human life, a life that has been granted to us by the Lord. The 
Lord honours all life, and never does he create a child without a purpose. He has our 
lives planned from the very beginning, and to have an abortion is to take this life into our 
own hands, something we are not authorized to do. For the Lord said, “Before I formed 
thee in the belly, I knew thee; and before thou camest forth out of the womb, I sanctified 
thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the nations.” (Jeremiah 1:5). When debating 
the morality of abortion we must remember, if providence has given a new life, it shall 
arrange for it too. 
Webster‟s English Dictionary defines murder as: an unlawful premeditated killing of a 
human being by a human being. In retrospect, an abortion can be defined as: the 
termination of a pregnancy by the removal or expulsion from the uterus of a fetus or 
embryo, resulting in or causing its death. The definition of murder coincides eminently 
with the definition of abortion. Abortion is one of the cruelest forms of murder, as it 
evokes the filling of an innocent, defenceless human being. Life begins at conception, 
and ends with abortion. Murder is illegal. Shouldn‟t abortion then be illegal also? Many 
people claim that a woman has the right to choose what happens regarding her own 
body.

In 2005, the latest year on record, 
96,815 abortions were performed on Canadian women, with more than three million 

unborn babies being put to death in Canada since 1969. Three million lives gone! 
Three million easily preventable deaths! Three million murders! Life and death are 
closely related, and so are the arguments regarding abortion. We, as human beings 
have the right to live our own lives, but do the lives of others belong to us as well? 
Catholic social justice teaching promotes a “consistent ethic of life.” This states that we 
must hold respect for human life from the moment of conception until natural death; in 
other words: from womb to tomb. The Universal Declaration of Human Rights also 
recognizes one‟s right to life. Article 3 of the Universal Declaration states: “Everyone 
has the right to life, liberty and security of person.” It also states that “Every human 
being shall be entitled to respect for his life and the physical and moral integrity of his 
person.” Abortion violates one‟s universal right to life, legally, morally and in a religious 
context. To those that continue to support abortion in today‟s society, I ask you to refer 
to Article 3 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. I then ask you to imagine 
your life without these God given rights.

L’avortement: ne respecte jamais la vie humaine 
La vie est un concept précieux : il est dit que la vie humaine commence dès la 
conception. Tout le monde a le droit de vivre, c‟est pour ça que l‟avortement est un 
sujet tellement controversé dans notre société. En 2005, au-delà de 96,000 
avortements ont étés effectués au Canada. À cause des méthodes inhumaines 
utilisées afin d‟effectuer un avortement, des problèmes futurs, et d‟autre solutions 
possibles, il n‟y a aucune raison pourquoi un individu devrait avoir le droit d‟enlever à un 
enfant sa chance de vivre. 
Premièrement, il y a une méthode utilisée connue sous le nom d‟aspiration. L‟aspiration 
est un procès douloureux, et la mère est sous anesthésie. Il s‟agit d‟insérer un genre 
d‟aspirateur, qui expulserait l‟embryon. De plus, il y a la méthode de curetage : le 
médecin utilise un instrument qui ressemble à une cuillère coupante afin de sortir 
l‟enfant.

Une femme qui a eu un avortement est 
plus susceptible à avoir des problèmes mentaux, comparé à une femme qui n‟a jamais 
eu cette opération, et ceci peut varier entre des dépressions sévères, ou des troubles 
d‟anxiétés. Ainsi, lorsque comparées à des femmes qui ont donné naissance à un 
enfant, les femmes ayant subit un avortement ont un taux cinq fois plus élevé 
d‟admission aux hôpitaux pour des raisons psychologiques. En outre, les adolescentes 
ayant eu un avortement ont de plus grandes chances à avoir des troubles de santé 
mentale, et les filles qui ont subit l‟avortement sous pression, se sentent généralement 
coupables, déprimées et peinées. Des problèmes psychologiques communs reliés aux 
avortements sont : l‟anxiété, la dépression, l‟abus de drogues, le syndrome de stress 
post-traumatique, des problèmes d‟insomnie, ainsi que des pensées et des tentatives 



suicidaires. Par contre, il y a aussi des risques d‟ordre physique : à court terme, la 
femme peut souffrir d‟infection, d‟hémorragies et d‟autres conditions qui peuvent causer 
la mort. À long terme, il y a un risque plus élevé du cancer du sein et d‟infertilité. De 
plus, lors de grossesses futures, la mère a des chances de donner naissance 
prématurément. Cependant, il y a différentes alternatives. Si garder l‟enfant n‟est 
absolument pas 
possible, la mère pourrait toujours donner son enfant en adoption, au lieu de lui enlever 
la vie. En Amérique, il y a au-delà de 1,5 millions de familles qui cherchent à adopter : 
alors, aucun enfant ne serait pas désiré. Moi-même, j‟ai un ami qui a été adopté. Si sa 
mère biologique n‟avait pas fait ce choix, il ne serait pas avec nous aujourd‟hui. Elle lui 
a donné la chance d‟avoir une famille, des amis, une éducation et finalement, une vie. 
Quand un avortement a lieu, il enlève peut-être à l‟humanité le prochain John Lennon, 
Albert Einstein, ou Pierre Elliot Trudeau. Une société civilisée ne peut permettre à un 
individu de causer intentionnellement du tort à un autre. Ainsi, aucune vie ne peut être 
enlevée sans punition, car le meurtre est un crime. Au fond, l‟avortement n‟est que ça :

FORCED ABORTION – COERCION – TEENS RISKS - VIOLENCE REPORT 

Actress Fired For Being Pregnant; TV Producer Wonders Why She Didn’t “Just 

Abort”:  An actress won a pregnancy discrimination suit against the producers of the Fox TV show 

Melrose Place after she was fired from the cast because she was pregnant.  Her lawsuit alleged that 

one of the show‟s producers remarked, “Why doesn‟t she just go out and get an abortion?  Then she 

can work.” 

Basketball Coach Accuses School of Firing Her for Refusing to Have an Abortion:  An 

assistant women‟s basketball coach won a settlement against the University of California at Berkeley, 

accusing the head coach of firing her after she refused to quit or to have an abortion.  She later gave 

birth to a son.  She sued for sexual discrimination and breach of contract for being forced to choose 

“between her child and a paycheck.” 

Homeless Woman Reports Being Denied Shelter Until She Submits to Abortion:  A 

woman won a $25,000 settlement from Emergency Shelters, Inc., of Richmond, VA, after she filed a 

lawsuit charging staff members with coercing her to get an abortion by telling her that the shelter did 

not provide services for pregnant homeless women.  She stated that a staff member drove her to the 

bank to withdraw money for the abortion, then took her to the abortion clinic. 

Woman Wins Settlement After Accusing Boss of Coerced Abortion and Threats:  A 

Minnesota won an out-of-court settlement for an undisclosed amount from her employer, Duluth Little 

Stones, after her boss tried to pressure her to abort.  The woman said her boss mistreated her while 

she was pregnant and threatened to push her down the stairs during her sixth month of pregnancy. 

Medic Says She Aborted After Boss Threatened to Fire Her:  Three paramedics accused 

the Washington, D.C. Assistant Emergency Medical Services Chief of Pressuring them into having 

abortions by telling them they could be fired if they became pregnant their first year on the job afraid 

of losing her job.  One woman told authorities she aborted despite her beliefs because she was.  She 

said she was told “she had a choice to make.“ The assistant chief later resigned from her job. 

Walmart Pays $220,000 for Rejecting Pregnant Applicant:  The U.S. Equal Employment 

Contribution settled a pregnancy discrimination suit against Walmart for failing to hire a job applicant 

who was pregnant.  According to the lawsuit, the woman told the Assistant Manager that she was 

pregnant during a job interview and was told to “come back after she had the baby.”  She filed a 

complaint after later reading in a magazine that refusing to hire someone because they are pregnant 

is illegal.  According to the EEOC, pregnancy discrimination cases are on the rise and other 

companies are being investigated for firing and demoting pregnant women. 

Teens are at especially at risk for unwanted, coerce and forced abortion:  Teens are 

more likely to feel pressured into abortion, to report being misinformed in pre-abortion counselling and 

to experience more severe psychological stress after abortion.  Many are vulnerable to manipulation 

and coercion by counsellors, medical personnel, and other adults in positions of authority. 

Even Planned Parenthood acknowledges that teens are less likely to have the maturity, knowledge 

and communications skills needed to make a decision about abortion.  As a result, “counsellors need 

to be aware of and appreciate the fact that pregnancy counselling with teenagers can be very 

different from counselling adults ... pregnancy counselling with teens is often a crisis situation.” 

Sexual predators use abortion to hide abuse.  Policies at abortion businesses help 

predators, not teens:  The “don‟t ask, don‟t tell” policy of many abortion businesses and the 

documented failure of clinic staff to report cases of suspected abuse means that sexual predators can 

use abortion to hide the abuse and, in many cases, continue preying on their victims.  Undercover 

investigations at abortion clinics have uncovered numerous cases of staff willing to hide cases of 

statutory rape and sexual abuse and failing to report cases of suspected abuse to authorities.  Most 

clinics don‟t screen for coercion or make sure that the teen is not being abused or being pushed, 

pressured or forced into abortion. 

Higher risks factors for teens:  Teens and their families might also not be aware of factors that 

put them at risk for problems after abortion.  Studies have found that having an abortion as a result of 

pressure or coercion, or a history of sexual assault or abuse are all risk factors that lead to greater 

likelihood of psychological problems after abortion.
