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Breakthrough in Linda Gibbons case

TORONTO, Ontario, January 13, 2011 (LifeSiteNews.com) - 

In an important decision, a provincial court judge has ruled 

that there is enough merit in a complaint by Linda Gibbons’s 

defence lawyer of abuse of process in the prosecution 

against her to warrant three days of hearings into the matter 

this coming March 7, 8 and 9. 

In a downtown Toronto courtroom Wednesday morning, 

Madam Justice Mara Beth Greene rejected a move by Crown 

attorney Mathew Asma to dismiss the abuse of process 

motion as unfounded. A central point of contention was the 

Crown’s failure to produce a vital letter by Gibbons’s former 

counsel, Peter Jervis, advising that he was not representing 

her in 2001 when discussions were held on the status of the 

temporary court injunction barring pro-life activity around 

certain Toronto abortion sites. Without representation, 

Gibbons - who remains silent in court proceedings out of 

solidarity with the unborn - could not have legally given her 

assent to the eventual adjournment in the talks. 

Asma had previously reported to the court that his office was 

unable to find the letter in its files. Nonetheless, he went on 

to claim that such issues were irrelevant and simply part of a 

“collateral attack” against the court injunction itself. Defence 

lawyer Daniel Santoro countered that the missing letter, and 

the Crown’s decision to enforce a temporary injunction 16 

years after it was enacted, were abusive and a dereliction of 

duty. 

Greene’s decision means that the rare spectacle of Crown 

attorneys and other related personnel taking the witness 

stand to be cross-examined on their roles in the prosecution 

of Gibbons will take place during the three days in March at 

the College Park courthouse, Yonge and College Streets in 

downtown Toronto. That should come as some satisfaction to 

pro-life activists in southern Ontario, who have long 

witnessed questionable conduct on the part of Crown 

prosecutors in their handling of abortion-related cases for 

over a decade and a half. 

Among the things they have seen Crown prosecutors do is 

consistently lay charges in such a way as to deny Gibbons a 

jury trial, press for prison sentences at the high end of the 

spectrum, never call abortion personnel as witnesses so as 

not to inconvenience them and always lay criminal charges, 

even though the injunction was decreed in a civil court and 

should have been pursued there. 

The latter issue is now before the Supreme Court for possible 

consideration, with a decision on whether it will be heard 

expected by March. Gibbons will mark her second 

anniversary in prison by then - she has been held 

continuously behind bars since January 20, 2009 as the 

judicial processes on a charge of disobeying a court order 

have played out. 

At Wednesday morning’s hearing, supporters came from as 

far as London, Ont. and Long Island, N.Y. despite a 

snowstorm that hit southern Ontario. Among them were U.S. 

lawyer John Broderick, who has represented many pro-life 

activists south of the border over the years and appeared on 

Gibbons’s behalf in Canadian courtrooms on several 

occasions.

C-510 defeated, Rod Bruinooge’s private member’s bill to outlaw 

coerced abortion, was defeated on Dec. 15 by a vote of 97-178.  

Bruinooge called C-510 Roxanne’s Law after Roxanne Fernando, a 

Manitoba woman slain by her boyfriend in 2007 after she became 

pregnant and refused to have an abortion.  In debate in the House on 

Dec. 13 he said that “mothers should never have to make a choice 

between protecting themselves or the child they love.”  Abortion 

proponents claimed the bill was an assault on “a woman’s right to 

choose” by stealthily creating rights for the unborn child.  The 

Evangelical Fellowship of Canada, the Canadian Bishops’ Catholic 

Organization for Life and Family, and Priests for Life all supported the 

bill without reservation.  CLC identified several problems with the bill 

but supported it being sent to committee where amendments could be 

made to correct the flaws.  But the bill was defeated and will not be 

heard in committee. 

87 Conservatives and 10 Liberals voted for the bill, but more than 40 

Tories voted against it, including Prime Minister Stephen Harper.  

CLC National President Jim Hughes said Harper was “crazy” to vote 

against the bill because it endangered the support of the sizable 

Conservative Parry’s social conservative base.  The PMO has insisted 

since Bruinooge introduced the bill in the Spring that the Prime 

Minister opposed “any attempt to create a new abortion law.”  Hughes 

stated,  “For all the people that have argued all along that Mr. Harper 

is pro-life, perhaps this will show them once and for all that he isn’t he 

doesn’t have a hidden agenda.” 

CLC was not surprised by the result – we counted no more than 88 

MPs who would support the bill – but are disappointed.  “Hopefully the 

next time we come up with something, we’ll have better results,” said 

Hughes. 

“By abortion, the mother does not learn to love but kills even her own 

child to solve her problems.  And by abortion, the father is told that he 

does not have to take any responsibility at all for the child he has 

brought into the world ...”

‘Bathroom bill’ passes second reading 

C-389, the private member’s bill of Bill Siksay (NDP, Burnaby-

Douglas) which would add transgender and transsexual to the 

list of groups who receive special protection under Canada’s 

human rights laws, passed a vote at the report stage, 143-131.  

Siksay seeks to amend the Canada Human Rights Act by 

adding “gender expression” and “gender identity” to the 

country’s human rights code and hate crimes section of the 

Criminal Code.  Sometime in early 2011, the bill will receive 

third reading and if it passes, will go to the Senate.  C-389 

would force governments and private organizations and 

companies to provide special accommodation for people who 

self-identity as transgender and transsexual.  This could have 

enormous implications and costs for prisons, the military, and 

schools.  Supporters of the bill say it is necessary to protect 

individuals from being discriminated against in using the public 

washroom of their choice – an issue that creates problems in 

protecting children from sexual predators.  But more importantly, 

we are concerned about the mainstreaming of a small fetish 

group within the homosexual community.  Transsexual and 

transgender people need help to overcome their confusion and 

sickness, not society’s encouragement to dabble in unnatural 

lifestyle choices. 

Pro-life and pro-family groups have called for the Liberal Party 

of Canada to remove its leader, Michael Iganfieff, after he 

supported Siksay’s bill and called it a “signature initiative” for his 

party.  It is unusual for the leader of one party to so emphatically 

support a private member’s bill from another party.  It is unusual 

for the leader of one party to so emphatically support a private 

member’s bill from another party.  But Ignatieff told Xtra!, a 

homosexualist newspaper, that “We’re the party of the Charter 

...  We’re the party of equality, we’re the party of reaching out 

and including all Canadians.”  He said the bill is “just where I’ve 

always been ... and where our party will always be.”  Three 

courageous Liberals voted against C-389:  Alan Tonks (York 

South-Weston), Jim Karygiannis (Scarborough-Agincourt), and 

Dan Mc Teague (Pickering-Scarborough East).  CLC National 

President Jim Hughes said Igantieff is “showing himself to be a 

radical proponent of including abortion as part of a Canadian 

initiative to highlight maternal health.  Hughes said it was 

strange to see the Liberal leader “make this NDP bathroom bill a 

signature initiative within his own party.”  Ignatieff’s support for 

C-389 indicates he “is not fit to lead the Liberal Party or to lead 

this country.” 

The December 8 vote was largely along party lines, being 

opposed by the Conservatives and favoured by the Liberals, 

New Democrats, and Bloc Quebecois.  The three 

aforementioned Liberals voted against it.  Five Conservatives 

supported the bill:  James Moore (Port Moody-Westwood-Port 

Coquitlam), Sylvie Boucher (Beauport), Gerald Keddy (South 

Shore-St. Margaret’s), Lawrence Cannon (Pontiac), and Shelley 

Glover (St. Boniface).  There were three abstentions:  Francis 

Scarpaleggia (Lib, Lac-Saint-Louis), Lisa Raitt (Con, Halton), 

and Dona Cadman (Con, Surrey North).  Prime Minister 

Stephen Harper and Government House Leader John Baird 

were not present for the vote, as were about a dozen others.  

Third (and final) reading is expected in late February or early 

March, but the bill will die on the floor of the House of Commons 

if an election is called.

Abortion advocates cry about pro-life activism 

If you believe in “choice” you think you wouldn’t have a problem 

with those who present the facts about one of the options that 

choice would present.  You would think that others have the 

choice to dissent from your position and offer the opposing view.  

But choice has long been code for promoting abortion, so its 

isn’t surprising that the pro-abortion lobby is once again 

complaining that pro-life activists have a presence in front of the 

majority of abortion facilities in Canada.  According to a “study” 

by the Abortion Rights Coalition of Canada.  21 of 33 abortion 

facilities the group surveyed have a pro-life presence.  ARCC is 

on record supporting the outlawing of all pro-life activism and 

sidewalk counselling near abortion facilities, so they are 

obviously attempting to scare the public and policy-makers 

about some supposed danger this presence presents to 

abortion workers and women seeking abortions.  According to 

the survey, which was co-written by ARCC co-ordinator Joyce 

Arthur and University of British Columbia law student Fanda 

Wu, another seven of the abortion mills reported pro-life 

witnessing in the past. 

The study notes that there is less pro-life activism occurring 

outside the facilities since the mid-1990s when Ontario obtained 

a court injunction establishing a bubble zone around abortion 

mills that prohibit pro-life witnessing and British Columbia 

enacted the Access to Abortion Services Act that legislated a 

bubble zone injunctions, including Quebec.  The report states 

the “court injunctions and BC’s law have been quite successful” 

in suppressing free speech and “have significantly reduced 

protest activity ... sometimes completely elimination it.”  Arthur 

says she hopes the report “will be helpful for other provinces 

that may want to pass bubble zone injunction.”  It is shocking to 

see the political motivations for such a study stated so openly. 

The bubble zones were created at a time when several 

abortionists were shooting victims and incidences occurred at 

abortuaries such as the fire and explosion at Morgentaler’s 

Toronto mill.  In no case was the mainstream pro-life movement 

found responsible legally for these incidents, although we were 

condemned in the court of public opinion; in some cases, the 

incidents had nothing to do with abortion, may have been inside 

jobs, or were connected to people associated with past 

abortions.  So for a decade and a half, pro-lifers have had their 

free speech rights curtailed for no good reason – and the 

Abortion Rights Coalition of Canada wants those right curtailed 

even more.  What is notable is that despite the cries of abortion 

activists that they are the victims of violence and intimidation, 

there has not been a notable example of violence against the 

abortion industry and its workers in more than a decade; indeed, 
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the abuse is often aimed at pro-lifers, including sidewalk 

counsellors who are physically and verbally assaulted or 

otherwise intimidated by abortion mill security and escorts. 

The report states that pro-life activism has increased recently, a 

sure sign that the peaceful and prayerful 40 Days for Life vigils 

are catching their attention.  Our guess is that abortion 

advocates are less worried about the “intimidation” caused by 

students and seniors quietly praying, than they fear the loss of 

business due to women who change their mind because their 

hearts have been touched by the pro-life witness and sidewalk 

counselling taking place across the country.
