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Mother of Four Dies after Abortionist Severs Artery During Abortion 

New York, NY, January 27, 2010 (LifeSiteNews.com) – Alexandra Nunez, a 37-year old single mother of four, died 

after a botched abortion Monday at the A-1 Women’s Center in New York City. 

Police, who are continuing to investigate the death, said that the abortionist severed an artery during Nunez’s 

abortion, leading to massive bleeding and eventually cardiac arrest.  Nunez was rushed to a nearby hospital where 

she died. 

A-1 Women’s Center, located in a run-down building in a predominately Hispanic neighbourhood of Jackson Heights, 

was only recently licensed in July of last year to do surgical procedures that required anesthesia.  It is operated by 

abortionist Salomon Epstein, who has a long history of being protested by pro-life groups. 

According to the NY Daily News an unidentified clinic worker told reporters that everything had “gone well” at the 

abortion clinic, which also doubles as a plastic surgery center.  “Nothing happened here,” she said. 

“Nothing happened there – except fatal injuries during a botched abortion which cost a woman her life,” said 

Operation Rescue President Troy Newman in response. 

“It is so typical of abortion clinics to hide the truth, but this time, the truth is out,” he continued.  “The clinic is under 

investigation, and we will be forwarding information about this tragedy to the New York State Medical Board and 

demand disciplinary action against the abortionist.” 

Operation Rescue recently launched the Abortion Whistleblowers campaign, offering a $10,000 reward for information 

leading to the arrest and conviction of an abortionist who is breaking the law. 

“We urge anyone working at A-1 Women’s Center to come forward and tell what they know in the interest of 

protecting other women from suffering Ms. Nunez’s fate,” said Newman.

A REAL THREAT TO HUMANS ï By Scott Mair ï Youth Speak News 

I find the circumstances of my birth quite interesting in light of public efforts interesting in light of public efforts to pass Bill 

C-384.  When I was born 15 weeks prematurely I weighed less than two pounds.  I also had underdeveloped lungs and 

experienced extreme pain.  To ease the pain, my doctors gave me morphine which I had a bad reaction to.  I stopped 

breathing and my condition became critical.  The doctors said I wouldn’t survive.  If I did I would have a disability. 

Fortunately, while I did acquire cerebral palsy,  I did not die.  I was nursed back to health by dedicated doctors and 

nurses. 

Furthermore, while my disability has presented me with challenges, such a the inability to hand write, it wasn’t as 

overwhelming as the doctors had predicted.  When I look back, I don’t dwell on my disability.  Rather, I recall how lucky I 

am to be alive. 

Sadly, it appears that advocates of legal euthanasia feel that life’s a curse and that I am better off dead. 

Bill C-384, which is expected to come to a vote after Parliament reconvenes in March, will allow a person to euthanize or 

assist in the suicide of patients experiencing “severe physical or mental pain”, provided those patients submit two written 

requests for euthanasia while appearing to be lucid. 

But legalizing euthanasia will allow people, who feel that suffering or a disability make life worthless, to foist death upon 

the young and the disabled. 

Unfortunately, not only is this situation possible, it’s already happening in some countries.  In the Netherlands, where 

euthanasia is legal, doctors are killing newborns when an infant’s suffering is as minor as having spina bifida, a 

correctable medical condition. 

The Netherlands is also deciding whether it should be legal to euthanize newborns based upon “foreseeable suffering”.  In 

other words, they’re debating whether it’s OK or not to kill a living baby if convinced the baby will have a meaningless life. 

Some euthanasia advocates, most notably Australian bioethicist Peter Singer, support this notion.  Singer says he 

wouldn’t hesitate to kill an infant if he felt it was “in the best interests of the infant and the family”.  Considering that I 

experienced great pain when I was born it’s probable that Singer would have had the neonatal version of me euthanized. 

My disability is a part of me, but I don’t feel that it’s a measure of my worth or that it detracts from my human dignity. 

The same goes for everyone else.  One of the best examples of how a disable person has human worth is the now 

deceased Christopher Reeve.  Despite being paralysed from the neck down after an accident, the man who portrayed 

Superman on the big screen did not see his life as “worthless”.  Rather, he said his accident gave his life new meaning.  

He rose from the ashes as an advocate for those which spinal cord injuries.  He’s proof that one’s suffering or physical 

capabilities do not determine human worth. 

Far from harming just the old, euthanasia harms everyone regardless of age, capability or social status.  I pray Bill C-384 

will be defeated.  The lives of the old, the young and the weak literally depend on it.  (Mair, 19, is a journalism student at 

Carleton University in Ottawa.)

Cancer Group Researcher Admits ABC Link 

U.S. National Cancer Institute researcher Dr. Louise Brinton, who had previously denied any link between 

abortion and breast cancer, has reversed her position and now admits that abortion and oral contraceptives 

raise breast cancer risks.  An April 2009 study led by Jessica Dolle of the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research 

Center examined the relationship between oral contraceptives and triple negative breast cancer, an aggressive 

form of breast cancer associated with high mortality.  Her published research includes an admission from 

Brinton and her colleagues that abortion raises breast cancer risk by 40%.  The study found that “a statistically 

significant 40% increased risk for women who have abortions” exists, and that a “270% increased risk of triple 

negative breast cancer ... among those who used oral contraceptives while under age 18 and a 320% 

increased risk of triple negative breast cancer among recent users (with 1-5 years) of oral contraceptives”, also 

exists.  The study was published in early 2009 but not widely publicized until December.  “Although the study 

was published nine months ago”, stated Karen Malec, president of the Coalition on Abortion/Breast Cancer, 

“the NCI, the American Cancer Society, Susan G. Komen for the Cure and other cancer fundraising 

businesses have made no efforts to reduce breast cancer rates by issuing nationwide warning to women.”

US Congressman Calls Upon UN Delegates to Respect Life

     (NEW YORK ς C-FAM)  In a speech at the United Nations (UN) last week, veteran pro-life United States (US) 
Congressman Christopher Smith (R-NJ) addressed delegates from over 30 countries and urged them to respect the 
universal right to life as set forth in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, reminding them that the right to life 
should extend to unborn children.  
     Congressman Smith, the keynote speaker at a briefing organized by Focus on the Family, urged delegates to resist the 
push by UN agencies and non-governmental organizations to "legalize, facilitate and expand access to abortion" in their 
home countries.  
     Smith characterized the fight to defend the right to life, "especially for unborn children and others at risk," as "the 
greatest human rights struggle in the world."  Smith blasted abortion as "violence against children, a pernicious form of

     Congressman Smith took special aim at the concept of "safe abortion," a term that has become increasing prevalent 
at the UN in recent years, calling it "the ultimate oxymoron." Painting a graphic picture for delegates, Smith argued that 
"child dismemberment, forced premature expulsion from the safety of the womb, chemical poisoning or deliberate 
starvation can never, ever be construed to be benign, compassionate or safe."  
     Smith warned delegates of upcoming threats to the right to life, stating that every UN meeting "has become a 
battleground" and that next month's Commission on the Status of Women meeting will be no exception. Additionally, 
Smith warned delegates that "many of your government officials have been or will soon be scolded by pro-abortion 
"experts" at periodic [Commission on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against Women] reviews in an 
attempt to "persuade" you to abandon your protections for women and children from the violence of abortion."    
      Challenging the delegates, Smith said, "I encourage you to resist and push back." The congressman continued, "The 
voiceless desperately need friends and advocates in high places. They need you."   
     After Smith's speech, one delegate in attendance told the Friday Fax that "there is no doubt factually that the unborn 
child is a full human being and so protected by the Universal Declaration of Human Rights." The delegate praised Smith's 
message, stating that "the very reason the United Nations was set up after two world wars was to ensure peace and 
the protection of the human person from unjust aggression and abuse of his rights."  The delegate rhetorically asked, 
"Who is more vulnerable and denied his rights than an innocent, voiceless human being?" 
      Congressman Smith has long been involved in UN issues. During the Clinton years, Smith regularly intervened during 
UN negotiations, including the five year reviews of both the International Conference on Population and Development 
(Cairo +5) and the Beijing women's conference (Beijing +5).  Congressman Smith also placed strategic planning 
documents from the Center for Reproductive Rights into the Congressional Record. Given to him by the Catholic Family 
& Human Rights Institute (C-FAM), publisher of the Friday Fax, the documents exposed the pro-abortion group's long-
term stealth legal strategy.

The figures for 2006 which are the latest provided here in Canada.: 
 
The total figure we have for 2006 is given as 91,310 induced abortions. We are told by the Canadian Institute 
for Health Information that this number itself is only 90% of all abortions actually performed in the provinces 
which have reported. 
  
This total does not include unreported abortions from 4 provinces which in 2005 statistics would reach almost 
20,000 more! 
 
We only have demographic information on half of all abortions as usual - I have used the 91,310 total to show 
the overall picture arriving at the following figures. 

 

 2006 Latest Canada Statistics Show: 
 

* 29,219 induced abortions were performed under 9 weeks of gestation. 
 
* 38,550 induced abortions were performed between 9 weeks and 12 weeks gestation. 
  
* 7,305 induced abortions were performed at 13 weeks to 16 weeks. 
 
* 3,652 induced abortions were performed at 16 weeks and over. 
 
* 29,219 women who had had one or more abortions had another in 2006 
 
* 15,522 girls aged between 10 and 19 had an abortion 
 
As far as how many abortions a day is concerned - I would still use the 300 hundred.  
  
If we use the 91,310 total the figure is 250 a day - but we know this is not accurate. If we use the actual 
although unreported numbers the figure each day would be 328.

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POPULAR REASONS CAN NEVER JUSTIFY KILLING HUMAN BEINGS 

The following is taken from the Popeôs ñGospel of Lifeò courtesy of the Sacred Heart 

Messenger, Nov. ó95 

It is true that the decision to have an abortion is often tragic and painful for the mother, insofar as the decision is to rid 

herself of the fruit of conception is not made for purely selfish reasons or out of convenience, but out of a desire to protect 

certain important values such as her own health or a decent standard of living for the other members of the family.  

Sometimes it is feared that the child to be born would live in such conditions that it would be better if the birth did not take 

place. 

Nevertheless, these reasons and others like them, however serious and tragic, can never justify the killing of an innocent 

human being. 

As well as the mother, there are often other people too who decide upon the death of the child in the womb.  In the first 

place, the father of the child may be to blame, not only when he directly pressures the woman to have an abortion, but 

also when he indirectly encourages such a decision on her part but leaving her alone to face the problems of pregnancy.  

In this way the family is thus mortally wounded and profaned in its nature as a community of love and in its vocation to be 

the “sanctuary of life”. 

Nor can one overlook the pressures which sometimes come from the wider family circle and from friends.  Sometimes the 

woman is subjected to such strong pressure that she feels psychologically forced to have an abortion.  Certainly in this 

case moral responsibility lies particularly with those who have directly or indirectly obliged her to have an abortion. 

Doctors and nurses are also responsible, when they place at the service of death skills which were acquired for promoting 

life. 

But responsibility likewise falls on the legislators who have promoted and approved abortion laws, and, to the extent that 

they have a say in the matter, on the administrators of the health-care centres centers abortions are performed. 

A general and less serious responsibility lies with those who have encouraged the spread of an attitude of sexual 

permissiveness and a lack of esteem for motherhood, and with those who should have ensured – but did not – effective 

family and social policies in support of families, especially larger families and those with particular financial and 

educational needs. 

Finally, one cannot overlook the network of complicity which reaches out to include inter-national institutions, foundations 

and associations which systematically campaign for the legalization and spread of abortion in the world.  In this sense 

abortion goes beyond the responsibility of individuals and beyond the harm done to them, and takes on a distinctly social 

dimension. 

It is a most serious wound inflicted on society and its culture by the very people who ought to be society’s promoters and 

defenders.  As I wrote in my letter to families, “we are facing an immense threat to life:  not only to the life of individuals 

but also to that of civilization itself”.  We are facing what can be called a “structure of sin” which opposes human life not 

yet born.
